Notes from our President
	 Driving through our area I notice a considerable amount of commercial signs, (buy old cars, buy junk, 

security camera etc, etc,); it’s a blight on our community.  These signs are posted illegally on trees, and telephone 

and light poles.  There are consequences for these postings; fines of $75 for each one of these signs; yet they keep 

on showing up.  We have a good working relation with the City Illegal Posting Enforcement Unit who is giving 

summonses and removing them.  So far in our community board area, that covers all of the 105th Pct, for the fiscal 

July 1, 2007 to March 31, 2008 they have issued 2,122 summonses and removed as many signs.  The posting we 

all do one time or another, for a lost cat, puppy or garage sale, are subject to the same regulation. 

These signs are overlooked for a day or two but remember it’s your obligation and responsibility to remove them 

as soon as possible.  The number of illegal signs removed by IPEV this same period in queens is 6438. City wide 

the number is staggering 27556. We all have to do our part to keep our neighborhood in tip top shape. Speaking of 

tip top shape, have you noticed the amount of work being performed by Verizon? I take it they are eager to serve 

us better with new cable for telephone, TV and Internet.
