C. Peter Goslett Director of Community Affairs, Queens 

Borough Transportation Commissioner’s Office reported 

the new Truck study indicates increases in truck traffic 

plagues all of Queens, especially along Union Turnpike 

and some side streets.

DOT is in process of standardizing 

truck signs and currently examining traffic safety at 

City schools.   Call 311 for pothole repair, and report 

both the location and the type of pothole; and also call 

311 to report a down “STOP” sign.  311 operators will 

refer you to DEP to report a sinkhole, depression in the 

street, or a cave-in.  Only children 14 and under, may 

ride bicycles on the sidewalk.  Speed bumps are only 

installed when the area meets specific guidelines.
